Winter 2017 Habitat for Humanity of Washington and Dodge Counties 

 With the start of the New Year, the 

Komp family home dedication on Bender 

Road on January 14th highlighted a trio of 

unexpected blessings for  Habitat for       

Humanity of Washington and Dodge   

Counties. The Komp family home had been 

built on donated land, fully funded by three local 

churches and partially built using local wood.  

 In honor of Vincent Stockhausen, the family 

donated the lot in the summer of 

2015. Volunteers of all ages spent 

many hours clearing and preparing 

the previously uninhabited land on 

Bender Road in the spring of 2016. 

The Women Build in May 2016 marked the begin-

ning of the build as women of all 

ages built the framing for the home 

on the vacant lot. 

 Also in 2015, the Tri-Parish 

Group comprising of St Frances 

Cabrini, St Marys Immaculate Conception, and Holy 

Trinity of Newburg worked together to raise funds to 

build a home after Habitat had been chosen to be the 

recipient of their efforts for 2015. By the yearôs end, 

the house had been fully funded. 

 In 2014, Habitat worked with the 

Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources 

to pilot a new program called Rescued 

Wood. The program recy-

cled ash trees infected by 

the  Emerald Ash Borer into usable lum-

ber and other wood products to promote 

Habitatôs goal to be good stewards of 

their environment. The Komp home was 

the first to have Rescued Wood trim in-

stalled for doors, windows, and baseboards, thus proving 

the value of the program as a sustainable and affordable 

source of lumber. 

 Habitat for Humanity of Washington and Dodge 

Counties succeeds because of the dedication of our       

volunteers working together.   

Habitat brings people together 

to build homes, communities 

and hope.  In 2017, plans are  

underway to complete four 

homes within our community.

Initially as a future Habitat homebuyer she had been able to help on the 
build site in Jackson in 2016, but now she requires a motorscooter, cane, 

and/or wheelchair to get 
around.  Because of her disa-
bility, Kelly is  unable to work. 
She is able to accrue sweat  
equity hours, however, by  per-
forming data entry, preparing 
mailings for the affiliate office,  
and volunteering for  multiple 
Habitat events.   
 Calvin worked at Ten-
nies Ace Hardware, but recent-
ly changed jobs to work on the 
assembly line at Metalcraft of 
Mayville, Inc. He enjoys his 
new job as well as the  benefits 
that the job offers. In addition 
to working full-time, Calvin is 

working hard to satisfy his sweat equity hours. 
Together, the couple continues to work diligently to complete 

their sweat equity hours to help their family move into the new home 
scheduled to be built in Jackson on Georgetown Drive in 2017.  

Dreams as future Habitat homebuyers include a big kitchen, a 
yard, extra room for Lolla to play, but mostly having a home of their 
own!
